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THE HAMEL COAT OF ARMS
The Hamel coat of arms recalls the Norman and Picardy roots of our ancestors Charles and Jean Hamel of Avremesnil.

The arms read as follows: <<Des gueules au chefs d’or, charge de trois molettes a cinq raies de sable>>.

In more simple terms: of red color (gueules) surmounted (au chef) of a yellow band (d’or) bearing three black (de sable) stars (molettes) of three branches (raies). These molettes (stars), a sign of nobility, were affixed to the spurs of the knights (horsemen) to spear his mount. A helmet with a visor as well as a bust of Maure with a silver diadem surmounts the shield. The Maure is framed with a << vol de gueules>> , two red wings with silver tipped feathers.

The motto, <<Qui s’y frotte s’y pique>> (Whom ever rubs up against it, gets scratched) recalls a common personality trait of the Hamels who are known to be prompt to a lively riposte.
